WHEREAS, Effective January 1, 2009 the Lake County Educational Service Center Board of Education (the “Board”) shall establish defined contribution plans intended to meet the qualification requirements of Section 403(b) of the Internal Revenue Code of 1986, as amended, and the requirements of state and/or local law, and the plans, as adopted by the Board, shall be known as the Lake County Educational Service Center 403(b) Plan;

WHEREAS, the Internal Revenue Service has issued final regulations under Section 403(b) of the Code that would, in relevant part, require the Board to assume oversight functions in connection with the Plan, including administrative functions, to ensure compliance with Section 403(b) of the Code and the regulations thereunder;

WHEREAS, ING Life Insurance and Annuity Company (“ILIAC”) offers administrative service through planwithease.com for 403(b) programs sponsored by public educations institutions and organizations exempted from federal taxation under Section 501(c)(3) of the IRC (the “Services”); 

WHEREAS, the Board wishes to engage ILIAC to provide administrative services in connection with the Plan and the Board authorizes the Treasurer to enter into an agreement with ILIAC under which ILIAC will provide administrative services through planwithease.com in connection with the Plan;

WHEREAS, the Board will allow new participants (employees) to contribute to the following approved investment providers:  AIG Valic, AXA Equitable, and ING;

WHEREAS, the  Board wishes to enter into a common remitter arrangement with ING national Trust and ING Financial Advisors, LLC under with Program remittances and related investment instructions will be sent to ING National Trust and ING Financial Advisors, LLC will to be divided and forwarded to the appropriate investment providers under the Program;
